Day Care
Dr. Zito expressed her delight with the day care facility at Social Security Administration.  She, and other representatives, visited the facility and are eager to invite the Director of the facility to one of the Faculty Senate meetings.

Representing Mr. Terrence Smith was Ms. Marian Lipinski, who gave a brief history of the present day care facility on campus.

In 1989 there was a decision to form a consortium to join UMMS, First National Bank and BGE to have a private company run a day care center on campus.  
C 

The present center pays @1.00 per year rent.
C 

All schools made a 5 year commitment to contribute towards day care scholarships.  This commitment ceased in 1992.

About 4 years ago Auxiliary Services began contributing $25,000 towards scholarships.
C 

There is a 75 student capacity at Downtown Day Care Center.
C 

Not all spots are being used by employees of UMB or UMMS.
C 

Director of the Downtown Day Care Center is Ms. Margo Sipes.
After much discussion it was determined that the Senate would take a detailed look at what exists, what needs are and then define the problems.  Encourage input from administration.  A written report will be sent to President Ramsay with the Senate’s findings.
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Pro-Card
Dr. Zito said that she has received questions from a faculty member in the School of Medicine with regard to the pro-card; basically, what is going on?  Someone in administration is looking into this issue.
