Dr. Marcelo Cardarelli, President of the UMB Faculty Senate, called the meeting to order at 12:10 p.m.

After extending greetings, Dr. Cardarelli thanked for outgoing Senators for their dedication and support to the Faculty Senate.  Outgoing Senators include:  Drs.
