Dr. Julie Zito, President of the UMB Faculty Senate, called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon,  announcing that the benefits specialists would be making a presentation on retirement/health care benefits issues and, then,  introducing Dr. Denise Harmening, a guest at today’s meeting.

Update on Day Care
John Barber, Staff Senate representative, and Dr. Zito met with Terry Smith with regard to concerns with the DBCC.  The three agreed that the best way to proceed was to put everything in writing.  Included in this correspondence will be a suggestion that scholarship monies should be increased, as well as plans to increase contributions from University (Student Services/ Administration/Deans).  The next step will be a face-to-face meeting with President Ramsay to discuss a strategy for getting schools to contribute and to find out, through State bureaucracy, as to how to have DBCC’s loan forgiven (taken out when center opened on campus - $1,800 monthly).

Council of University System Faculty (CUSF)

Dr. Stephen Jacobs gave an update on the CUSF:

A representative is needed for the Maryland Higher Education Commission (MHEC).  Dr. Jacobs will personally contact Dr. Judith Porter, who had previously served as UMB’s representative.

At the CUSF meeting last Friday, Salisbury noted that they are considering dropping the SAT.  Also, most campuses agree admission standard should be overseen by faculty, not administration.
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USM Board of Regents Awards

Nomination packets for consideration of  USM BOR awards are due in the office of the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs by December 1, 2006.  Thus far, only one nomination packet has been received.  As an informational item for Senators, Pat Maloney will forward a listing of recipients of the Regents’ awards.
