Dr. Marcel Cardarelli, President of the UMB Faculty Senate, called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

After extending greetings, Dr. Cardarelli invited Dr. Norbert Myslinski to the floor.  Dr. Myslinski shared issues discussed at the Maryland Higher Education Commission meeting (for which Dr. Myslinski is a member representing the UMB Faculty Senate).

· Textbooks – The University System of Maryland (USM) was applauded as being in compliance with textbook guidelines.

· Adjunct Faculty – Dr. Lyons, who heads up the Maryland Higher Education Commission had sent a letter out to all Maryland state schools requesting the Adjunct Faculty to complete a survey.  UMB returned only five responses.  Dr. Myslinski will forward information to Dr. Colin MacKenzie in an effort to spread the word to Adjunct Faculty.

· Annapolis Report – The proposal to cut tuition remission in half was NOT passed.  To review the report in its entirety, please pull up Legislative Affairs on the web.

Dr. Cardarelli again announced that Dr. Jay Perman has been named the new President of the University of Maryland, Baltimore.  Dr. Perman will officially take his post on July 2, 2010.  Dr. Perman responded affirmatively to our invitation to attend a Faculty Senate meeting - - the Senate is down on his calendar for October 20th.
There is an issue with regard to the School of Law.  Newspapers and the media as reporting that legislators were trying to pass a law that monies can be withheld from law clinics if clinics do not reveal specific information about clinics.  Professor Blom commented it was clear what the institution(s) was interested in but inconsistent with issues for education and clients.  This issue was noted by the School of Law when it was on the Senate floor.  Campus people were not attuned that this could become a problem.  Professor Blom asked that Senators give thought to how to better monitor and how to communicate amongst ourselves (to keep each other apprised).
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There seems to be some controversy with the manner in which the Council of University System Faculty (CUSF) elections are held.  Of particular question is the same individuals being elected as officers (in one capacity or another).  There seems to be no purpose for others to run for these positions; hence, the leadership never changes.  It was decided that several UMB Senators (Blom, Capra, Czapanskiy and Strassler) draft a letter of complaint to the CUSF.
The meeting adjourned at 1:10 p.m.
