Dr. Marcelo Cardarelli, President of the UMB Faculty Senate, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.

After extending greetings, Dr. Cardarelli introduced Ms. Deb Neels, of the Annapolis Legislative Affairs office.  

Ms. Neels began by citing a recap of the Session on page 29 of the report.  There were six bills passed and various tax reforms.  Expanded access to Medicaid.  It is thought that some of the tax measures would be of benefit.

Originally the USM had a $7.2 reduction.  The Board of Revenue estimators told them they would have to cut funds.  (To view Highlights, go to Faculty Senate website, under Announcements and click on Highlights of the 2008 Session).

UMB increase - $14 m dental health -oral health crisis; $100,000 for PS chronic disease management program (SP); $9 m increase under Medicaid.
Council of University System Faculty (CUSF)

UMB hosted the March meeting of the CUSF.  Dr. Julie Zito was the only UMB representative to attend this meeting.  Dr. Zito proposed that a conference call be set up between 10:00 a.m. - 12:00 noon - with the open phone line for call-ins.  This way, the listening, questioning and issues would be on the table.  CUSF responded affirmatively.  Next month’s meeting will be held at UMBC, however, UMBC could not arrange for a conference phone.
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It was suggested that a Commission be created to address each schools biases with regard to inequities.  Additionally, interest was expressed to review the existing analysis in the Statewide Report.  These issues will be discussed at the next Faculty Senate Executive Committee meeting.

Beginning next academic year, the Bylaws with regard to unexcused absences will be strictly enforced.  An e-mail must be sent to Pat Maloney of your inability to attend a scheduled meeting in order for the absence to be officially excused.  Letters will be sent to the Deans of Senators who have 3 or more unexcused absences notifying them that their school’s representative is no longer a participating members of the Senate.

Before adjourning, Professor Brenda Blom suggested that a complimentary letter be sent to the appropriate groundspeople with regard to the beauty of the campus.
