FACULTY  SENATE  MEETING

Dr. Marcelo Cardarelli, President of the UMB Faculty Senate, called the meeting to order at 12:05 p.m.

After welcoming the group, Dr. Cardarelli acknowledged the newly elected Senators and asked each to introduce themselves to the Full Senate.

Amendments to the Bylaws and Constitution

· Background on John Collins issue.  John was a member of the Council of University System Faculty (CUSF) through UMBI.  UMBI dismembered and John requested to service for one-year as a UMB representative.  Dr. Cardarelli approved this request.  John has again requested to remain on the CUSF, representing UMB.  It was discovered that John is, in fact, a Professor Emeritus (retired faculty member).  This makes him ineligible to serve on the Senate. 
· A motion was made to amend the Bylaws and Constitution so that the wording reflects that Senate members must be full-time paid faculty (i.e., this excludes emeritus status, adjunct faculty, volunteers, etc.).  The motion was seconded, approved and passed.

· Add to the Bylaws and Constitution that there will be two part-time faculty members elected to serve on the Senate.  Motion made, seconded and passed.

Budget
Dr. Cardarelli met with Acting President Al Reece last week.  The budget, to date, has not been finalized.  Thus far, cuts will be similar to last year.  Salaries will remain decreased.  This 
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decrease does not affect retirement.  For those individuals making under $30,000, there will be no cut in salary.  This year there will be a ‘tad’ bit more in paychecks because the decrease will be spread over 26 pays as opposed to 20 pays.

Council of University System Faculty (CUSF)
With regard to questioning the election process of the CUSF, unless our Senate is willing to have UMB representation at the CUSF meetings we cannot voice our complaint(s).  Dr. Zhao has offered to go back in the CUSF minutes that indicate when the official complaint was made.  It was noted that the CUSF is resistant to participation in meetings via conference calls.  It was suggested that we file for a change in rules.  If no one responds, then direct to Chancellor.  Propose to change rules where one can participate in video/electronic communication.  Dr. Zhao will draft letter (with assistance from three Senate colleagues).

Founders Day Nomination Packets
Senators were encouraged to share with their faculty members the importance of submitting nomination packets for Founders Day awards.  The deadline date has been extended to mid-June.
Please consider participation at the AAUP Conference on Shared Governance – November 12-14, 2010.

Dr. Capra announced that Dr. Larry Anderson, of the Dental School, passed away suddenly.  Larry was Director of the Anatomy course from the 1st year medical students.  He was extremely well respected by all who had the privilege of knowing him.  A moment of silence was held in respect for Dr. Anderson.
