Dr. Marcelo Cardarelli called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

After extending greetings, Dr. Cardarelli introduced Mr. Robert Rowan, Associate Vice President for Facilities and Operations and Chair of The Campus Sustainability Committee, who addressed sustainability on campus.  In January 2008 President Ramsay signed a climate commitment with reasonable and stress goals.  The Campus Sustainability Committee was created and membership included representatives from throughout the campus.

The UMB recognizes its responsibility to a sustainable future and is dedicated to working diligently to that end.  It is our commitment that the built environment of the University will have the lowest impact on the natural environment of any comparable university.  We are committed to working toward best-in-class sustainable facilities operations.  Our goals include:

· The lowest energy consumption rate (Btu / square foot) among comparable institutions;

· Solid waste recycling rate that are double any legislative mandate; and

· Achieving LEED Certified status for all occupied campus facilities.

After his presentation, Mr. Rowan opened the floor to any questions or concerns Senators may have.  One question arose with regard to the increased number of bicyclists on campus (i.e., spaces for the bicycles as well as showers available for bicyclists).  The School of Pharmacy 

Addition will have showers available for individuals riding bicycles to work/school.  Additionally, individuals with card access may use facilities available.  An area is being created in the Pratt Street Garage (card access) for bicyclists.  The fee will be $5.00 per month.
Faculty/Student Social.  The SGA recently sponsored a faculty/student social.  Dr. Rosemarie Satyshur attended (as did Drs. Deb Gioia and Norm Capra).  It was reported that the event was well attended and turned out to be an extremely enjoyable social gathering.
Obscene Films on System Institution Campuses.  The USM Board of Regents endorsed the recommendation that the Chancellor write on the Board’s behalf to the Joint Chairs expressing the view that a policy on displaying obscene material would not be in the best interest of the USM or the State because of the First amendment issues a policy would raise and because of the administrative burden and costs of implementing a potentially flawed policy.  However, the USM remains committed to complying with all the laws of the land and supporting high ethical standards and fee speech at our institutions.  [See attached.]
Morgan/UMUC Duplication Efforts.  Maryland Higher Education Commission (MHEC) ruled in favor of Morgan.  [See attached.]
