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Dr. Zhao opened the meeting at approximately 12:10 p.m.  He informed the Senate that this would be the last senate meeting that Dr. Malinda Orlin would be in attendance, and encouraged everyone to attend Dr. Orlin’s farewell reception on June 2, 2011, at the Student Center.  He also informed the Senate that Patricia Maloney’s farewell reception will be on June 23, 2011, in the Office of the President.

APT and ADJUNCT FACULTY DRAFT POLICIES
Dr. Malinda Orlin, Vice President of Academic Affairs, presented an updated Draft Copy of the UMB Policy on Appointment, Rank and Tenure Faculty ll – 1.00A date May 16, 2011, along with a cover letter dated May 18, 2011, summarizing key points established by the Draft UMB ART Policy, which has been circulating on campus this semester. Because of time restraints , Dr. Zhao encouraged the members to email Dr. Orlin, prior to June 10, 2011, so that Dr. Orlin could best address any questions/concerns.

Dr. Orlin also notified the Senate that Dr. Roger Ward will be the Interim Vice President of Academic Affairs after her retirement.

Dr. Zhao gave a brief synopsis of the CUSF meeting that was hosted at UMB on May 10, 2011. Our guests were very pleased with the hospitality and the venue.  In the absence of Senior Vice Chancellor, Irv Goldstein, JoAnn Goedert, Assistant Vice Chancellor for Administration and Finance, announced that there will be two amendments to the Tuition Remission Policy.  A copy will be provided to the Senate.  Also, Ms. Goedert spoke on the Voluntary Separation Agreement,  that will not be adopted by the University System of Maryland.  Dr. Zhao also mentioned that the State of Maryland will be granting a $750 bonus to its employees.

Academic Freedom Presentation
Dr. Zhao informed the Senate that Dr. Joan DelFattore of the University of Delaware would not be able to present her paper on “Academic Freedom”.  She will be contacted to establish a possible date in the new calendar year.

Founder’s Day Awardees Update
As of May 18, 2011, no Founder’s Day Nomination Packets have been received in the President’s Office. The Senate members were encouraged to get the word out to the faculty to submit nominations for Research Lecturer, Public Service and Teacher of the Year.
UMB Faculty Senate Nominations

Faculty Senate Nominations are expected by Friday May 20, 2011, so that ballets can be sent to the respective schools.

The Dental School Senate Nomination process is underway and the School will adhere to the Bylaws of the Senate.

With respect to the Library Faculty, library faculty members can be nominated to the Senate from the school they are affiliated with. Because the Library Faculty is not classified as a “School”, a library faculty member can attend the Senate Meetings, but will not have voting rights.

There have been four (4) Faculty Senate Office Nominations submitted.

New Business
Dr. Zito presented a brief overview of a draft proposal for a “Center for Pediatric Pharmacotherapy” to reflect the collaborative cross-campus approach that is being advanced in discussions of the campus-wide strategic plan. A steering committee of members from each school that have an interest/expertise in  topics/methtods related to community-based medication treatment  for  pediatric conditions is being sought. Chronic health conditions, e.g. behavioral/emotional health conditions, asthma, antibiotic usage and drug safety issues are emphasized. For example, endocrine abnormalities, e.g., liver function tests, triglycerides, glucose levels, and other measures of metabolic syndrome associated with atypical antipsychotic drug use are discussed. Interprofessional pediatric research in the area of post-marketing surveillance is a unique, largely undeveloped area of pharmaceutical research that can offer public health perspectives on the use of medications for pediatric disorders.

The meeting adjourned at 1:10 p.m.
