Campus Sustainability Steering Committee

October 5, 2011

The group was introduced to two new members - Emilie Ludeman, HS/HSL, Academic Affairs, and Mary Couri, SSW Student who is also active in the SSW Sustainability Committee.
The committee had a table at the September 16th Fall Festival. Several hundred daffodil bulbs were given away and 30-40 bulbs were planted that day at the Greene Street side of the Health Sciences Library.
The 2009 Climate Action Plan is currently being updated.
V. Hollamon and B. Rowan attended the Maryland Climate Action Group meeting; the focus was on food composting.

The updated campus strategic plan does not speak at length on sustainability; there are no goals or targets as it relates to sustainability for the campus.

Committee Reports

Transportation and Teleworking: Tony Green, Chair
There was a delay in the installation of charging stations because the incorrect station types were delivered. The appropriate stations have been re-ordered which will delay installation for about two weeks. During the delay, the conduits will be installed in preparation for the delivery.
Because of high mileage, the Toyota Prius will be replaced with the Altima Hybrid.

Education and Awareness: Clare Banks, Chair 
Sustainability training will be held in the Campus Center’s Green Room. Training is designed to prepare sustainability leaders who will be mentors/ambassadors for sustainability.
A service learning project with Student Affairs is being developed for next fall.

Publicity is ongoing; people are asking questions on the new website.

Design and Construction: Terry Morse, Chair 
No meeting was held in September; however, the group continues to move forward with initiatives that include tracking when materials from other projects can be re-used. To date, case work from the old Dental School building has been reused in another project.

The group continues to explore innovative ideas that include the use of luminescent paint in stairwells with windows, an in-house study of funding grants, and the economical advantages of lighting in SOD and SOL to increase energy efficiency.

Re-commissioning continues, Pharmacy Learning Center is underway and will be followed by Howard Hall.

The RFP for HSF III is out. It is anticipated that this facility will be at least LEED Silver. The new building will be located on the site of the old Dental School building.
Operations: Vassie Hollamon, Chair 
Rupert Brothers will remove identified hard surfaces around campus to remake the areas soft surfaces. 

The retrofit of lighting continues. The goal is to discontinue the use of all T12 lighting by June/July 2012.
Still looking/researching renewable energy sources and financing.

New Business:
BTU consumption/GSF was not as good for the year due to the weather.
The Medical Center will install 200 bike storage spaces around the hospital (this number will include bike spaces on the campus that is close to or adjacent to the hospital). The new spaces will have cameras installed for security
Bike racks installed in front of the Campus Center or the HS/HSL are usually full. Concerns were raised as to the possibility of installing additional bike spaces. Currently, people store their bikes inside for security. The group acknowledged that people are not aware of all of the spaces available for bike storage. B. Rowan noted that the Bike Focus Group may be reactivated to determine needs. In addition, a review of all of the spaces available campus wide will be conducted and a Bike Rack map will be developed. OEA will be asked to design the map and the Medical Center has agreed to link the map to their sustainability website.
The SSW Sustainability Committee is developing a website; weekly bulletins on sustainability are distributed; and an assignment in a practice course was to take public transportation to get to the community so that people will understand the impact of public transportation. In addition, the focus this semester is on gardening/community greening.
The governor has issued a ban on the use of plastic water bottles in all state facilities where tap water is available. Implementation plans will be developed.
The campus telework policy is currently being finalized after input from University Counsel and CITS. The policy will be given to Vice President Byington for her comments and then moved to the President’s Office for approval.

B. Crockett requested energy consumption information for the Campus Center.
