Minutes

The minutes of the March meeting were reviewed and accepted.     
Old Business

TCC Website—The Committee reviewed the current website and all indicated that it was up-to-date and comprehensive.    

Management of the TCC Inventory – Committee reviewed the beta website for classroom inventory and felt it looked very thorough.  We need to add a section related to the type of network supporting the classroom.  The specific requirement is listed below in Action and follow up section.  The Committee also identified the need for feedback from folks who use a particular classroom.  This could be added to the website in the form of a brief users’ questionnaire.  We will notify Tom of this added requirement.

Additionally we discussed the requirements for pictures to be uploaded to the database.  These should be jpeg files with 500 x 500 pixels.  It would be great to take two pictures of each classroom, first from the front looking to the back and the second from the back looking to the front.    

Administrative names have been sent to Tom.  All Committee members will also be given Administrative rights to input into the system.  Although we do not have names from all Schools/Units as yet, we are recommending that we move forward and open up the inventory as a production server.
Action and follow-up—Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  Under the first section of the survey Tom will add a question that speaks to the type of network supporting the classroom.  Choices would include wireless unrestricted, wireless restricted, jacks activated, none.  Tom will also address the feasibility of adding a classroom user feedback component to the database.  End users would deal with the classroom contact to arrange for use of portable equipment.  Reports will be defined at a later date and in collaboration with Peter Murray.  

The Committee also needs to draft a brief introduction paragraph for the standard user front page.  
Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– The Committee gave a final review and approval of the faculty and student survey document dated March 28, 2006.  
Action and follow-up— Meeting has been scheduled with Dr. Murray to review our progress and share the draft surveys with him.  Dr. Murray will introduce the concept to the Deans and President.  Once that approval has been given, we will work with CITS to create the web-based survey and resultant analysis.  A draft letter encouraging faculty and students to participate in the survey will have to be developed.  The Committee can create a generic letter that can be customized by each of the Schools.  We want to link the survey results to the school/unit classroom technology database. Survey probably will be best administered in early November 2006 timed to allow newly matriculated students to become familiar with their classrooms and instructors, faculty to incorporate Questionmark as an assessment tool, and prior to mid-terms in the fall semester.
Meeting with eLearning Committee – Maggie reported on the outcome of the meeting with the eLearning Committee on Thursday April 13th.  The meeting went well.  It was determined that the focus of the two committees is complementary, no redundancy.  Sharon and Maggie reported out on our web site, our mission and goals, our classroom inventory, faculty/student survey.  We also talked about our next steps, gathering  information that will become key to our recommended future state of classroom technology at UMB.  We discussed possibilities for collaboration between the two committees and a campus technology day is certainly one such opportunity.  

Action and follow-up- When Sharon and Maggie meet with Dr. Murray they will mention these next steps to see if further collaboration on a campus technology day could occur with CITS.   

New Business 

We are now ready to start a discussion about how we will proceed to collect information related to the recommended state of Classroom Technology at UMB for the future.  This will become a major part of our May agenda.  

Lila Faulkner indicated that Temple University has just opened up a state-of-the-art Technology Center that might be worthwhile visiting.
