Old Business

The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

Classroom Inventory and Faculty/Student Surveys

Theresa completed the portal use instructions to access the Classroom Inventory Database. The Faculty and Student survey has closed; we reviewed which schools released the survey, and the need for analysis. Tom Connolly volunteered to create any other reports that we need; the Committee is charged with reviewing the survey results and submitting ideas for any further reports needed to complete the data picture. 

1. Tom will create any other necessary reports.

2. After the results are summarized, the Committee needs to summarize our inference from the survey and how it relates to the database and how we can use it towards our overall mission and goals. 

New Business

Classroom Inventory Database utilization plan: Donna and Larry gathered info to use as case studies to post on the web as planning resources. These are intended as broad considerations for planning; no one school is going to fulfill the ideal because of the fast pace of technological advancements, budgetary restrictions, and the different educational requirements which vary by school. It is proposed that the case studies would be generalized to small, medium, and large rooms, lecture hall, and conference room. 

Action: Donna and Larry will update the group with more fleshed out case studies at the next meeting.

The group discussed the prototype learning classroom concept that was discussed with Dr. Malinda Orlin. She wanted to know whether the room would be used by other schools. Larry thought it would, because faculty could try out new equipment before purchasing. It was stated that the room needs to be cutting edge; a small school-wide committee could review what equipment and furnishings would be included. It was suggested that the prototype room be managed by a campus-wide steering committee comprised of representatives from the TCC, the e-Learning Committee, and others. Brook remarked that schools would use it if it were to be centrally located—like the Student Union. Donna said that the prototype room is needed, because schools don’t tend to share learning spaces so that exchange between faculty between schools does not exist. An issue in supporting this concept is that the AV/IT support staff would need to be on hand to support the equipment. In terms of covering costs, vendors could provide their equipment at a reduced cost or as loaners, and their incentive is to promote their products. This is already acceptable and currently done on the campus. However, it is unclear where the outlay costs would come from in terms of infrastructure, since the endeavor would be trans-school. It may be feasible to look at grants intended for technology centers, naming rights, etc. A suggested name for the prototype learning space might be “Center for Learning Technology Innovations.” 

Action: Maggie and Donna are on the planning committee for the new Student Union, so they can keep us informed about any space that might be available for the prototype learning space.  It was suggested that a one-page proposal be submitted by TCC and e-Learning committee to the IT leaders, and then Dr. Peter Murray would be the champion. We need volunteers to write this proposal.

Recurring Business

Campus-wide e-Learning Symposium: There remains a need to form a planning committee for this activity from the TCC as well as the e-Learning Committee.

Again, the topic of campus-wide representation and lack of representation by certain schools was discussed. Brook suggested that we get in touch with the SOM CIO Dr MacNammee in lieu of the SOM Dean to let him know about the group’s work and the importance of SOM involvement. Larry Gonzalez suggests that we keep meetings to one hour, stressing that the importance of our work necessitates that we continue to move ahead on our projects and not burn out members with lengthy meetings. 

Action: The next meeting has been scheduled for one hour (see below). Volunteers are needed to talk with the SOM CIO.
