Minutes

The minutes of the July meeting were reviewed and accepted.     
Old Business

Management of the TCC Inventory – Data has been input for School of Pharmacy, School of Social Work, School of Law, School of Nursing, Health Sciences Human Services Library and Administration and Finance.  We currently have about 60 classrooms in the database.    
Action and follow-up—The database will be opened up to the campus as a choice on the campus portal, effective September 1.  As School of Medicine and Dental School complete their inventories they will be added.  The attached page will constitute the front-end for end users.  We will have a welcome paragraph, an invite to visit our Committee WEBsite, some choices of standard reports and a search function that allows the end user to drill down using multiple search features.  There will also be an opportunity for end users to give us feedback.  

Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  Tom will also address the feasibility of adding a classroom user feedback component to the database.  
It is important that each committee member start to talk up the new classroom database within each School/Unit.  Also folks should alert classroom contacts that once the database is opened up they may receive additional inquiries regarding scheduling classrooms.  

Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– Both the Faculty and Student surveys were finalized and will be given to the programmer for roll out in late October, early November.  Those surveys are attached.  
Action and follow-up—Committee members should ensure that faculty/students within their Schools/Units are aware of the upcoming survey and how important their feedback will be to the future direction of classrooms on campus.  In addition Schools/Units need to start to prepare their unique School/Unit introduction message if they would like to use one.    
Committee members engaging academic and IT folks within their School – Both School of Pharmacy and School of Social Work are starting to talk to faculty and IT folks about the committee and what they hope to accomplish.  In fact, SOP has a quarterly meeting with faculty and they will be able to put ITCC Committee initiatives on the table.
