Minutes

The minutes of the November meeting were reviewed and approved. 
Old Business

TCC Website—Jeff Hawk walked the group through the website; it is coming along nicely.
Management of the TCC Inventory – Jeff Hawk previewed with the group the classroom inventory input format.  At our January 23rd meeting we will finalize and start the process of populating the new database.
