Old Business

Classroom Inventory and Faculty/Student Surveys

The status of the Classroom Inventory data base and Faculty and Student survey release was reviewed. Discussion ensued about the information solicited from the surveys. 

The School of Pharmacy does not plan to use the survey because more detailed surveys have already been conducted.  SOP also questions the purpose of the survey, the actual questions on the survey and how the TCC will use the results.  

Action:

1. Those schools whose representatives were not present will be contacted individually by Sharon and Maggie to learn their status.

2. A link to the survey will be sent to the Committee and listed on the front of the agenda. This will enable members to monitor the survey results in real time. Reps should check the progress of their school’s responses to see if there is a need to re-release or re-request responses. 

3. Tom Connolly will create a filter for ‘view all” or “view by school” to help with this.  

4. For schools who have not released the surveys yet, we will add a link to the TCC website so that people can be directed to the survey through the webpage. We will ask Jeff to update the webpage accordingly. 

We will keep the survey open until the end of March and will post the survey results on the web site. After the results are summarized, the Committee needs to summarize our inference from the survey and how it relates to the database and how we can use it towards our overall mission and goals. 

Theresa is working on the demo on how to use the portal. 

New Business

Future Committee Activities

Maggie and Sharon met with Peter Murray to brief him on the status of the group’s activities and discuss how to logically move forward with activities. He suggested that it is time to move forward with our proposal of a campus-wide symposium on learning spaces. We discussed the following proposal for a joint symposium sponsored with the TCC and e-Learning Committee as outlined:
The primary objective is to engage in discussion about the future of learning spaces to inform recommendations for our campus. As such, target attendees are the UMB campus, but other University of Maryland schools or local universities and colleges may also find it useful. Peter Murray can give a charge and the academic vision of the new learning environment. A key note speaker, such as Richard Katz from Educause can talk about evolution of classrooms. A faculty speaker could give the faculty perspective of teaching needs. An IT specialist (possibly Peter Murray) could describe how our IT infrastructure is changing. End with a panel and pose some questions about where our campus should be heading, recorded as symposium proceedings. The proposed location is the School of Nursing, which is well-equipped for telecasting to other sites. The target date is fall 2007, and Dr. Murray offered the support of his office.
At the TCC meeting we discussed this proposal and the following additional ideas:

· Consider an outside expert/consultant who does this type of IT planning for a living. 
· Consider adding a campus dean to talk about their vision for their school.
· Present the survey results as data to inform our discussions

·  In addition to telecasting, we should consider web-casting, pod-casting, and archiving.

· Need a planning committee comprised of members of both committees. 

Action
Maggie and Sharon will be on the e-learning committee agenda for March 8th at 9:30 a.m. to propose the idea to the e-Learning Committee. At that meeting and the next TCC meeting March 19th we will solicit volunteers for the planning committee.
