Minutes

The minutes of the January and February meetings will be reviewed at the March meeting.   
Old Business

TCC Website—No update was provided on the website.  

Management of the TCC Inventory – Jeff Hawk introduced Tom Connolly of CITS who walked us through the newly developed WEB based inventory database.  We are very close in finalizing this great tool and will be able to start testing the database.  There will be two views of the database, standard user (UMB faculty and staff) and administrative user (school-specific individuals who can update the information).  
Action and follow-up— The link for the production site will be sent to the committee members so that we can test the database and provide Jeff Hawk with our feedback.  This will then be shared with Tom Connolly for incorporation.  The Committee needs to draft a brief introduction paragraph for the standard user front page, identify report requirements, and identify those within our respective Schools/Units who will be administrative users.  Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  The database will be searchable by school, building and classroom size.  Under the first section of the survey we will add a question that speaks to the type of network  supporting the classroom.  Choices would include wireless unrestricted, wireless restricted, jacks activated, none.  We will also add photos of the classrooms to the database.   

Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– In the interest of time this item was deferred to the March agenda.  

Action and follow-up— Once we finalize the survey we will forward same to Dr. Murray for discussions with the Deans and President.  Once that approval has been given, we will work with CITS to create the WEB based survey and resultant analysis, we will create a draft letter to be sent by each Dean and we will administer the survey.  We want to link the survey results to the school/unit classroom technology database.  

New Business 

Jeremy Stump was introduced to the group as the new School of Nursing representative to the Committee, and other guests were introduced. Dr. Murray opened the meeting by discussing the importance of the Committee's work and how it brings the campus together and offers the opportunity to improve learning through technology.
