DEFINING THE PURPOSE OF THE COMMITTEE

Discussion continued from the first meeting as to the purpose of the Committee. The Committee discussed two of the proposed aims and methods to achieve them: 

· Macro process – Move to group like objectives, as previously developed, and form sub-committees; or

· Micro process - Develop minimum guidelines for specifications for campus classrooms and then move forward to form sub-committees

NEW BUSINESS

The first action related to these aims was a discussion of the development of a survey to gather data for an inventory of existing classrooms. It was pointed out that the Law School has such a resource on their website specific to their school, along with instructions on how to use the equipment. The Committee thought it desirable to develop a resource for the campus whereby individuals could access a database of teaching space and contents, and then be able to reserve the same space via electronic scheduling.  A discussion of individual School’s current room scheduling software and process was included. The Committee brainstormed on designing a data-collection instrument that would form the basis of this database.

Action: Theresa Knott will draft a survey from the list of items discussed.
