The monthly TCC meeting was held January 16, 2007 at 2 p.m in room G313 of the new Dental School with Tom Connolly of CITS participating. New and substitute representatives were welcomed from the Law School (Teresa Pucciarella) and School of Nursing (Charles Bennett). 

Action: Maggie Kinnaman will update the TCC Listserv and send an updated committee roster to Tom Connolly so that he can give administrative access to the TCC Database. Jeff Hawk will update the WEB site.  Maggie Kinnaman will send a message to the TCC Committee with the current Database administrator names so that the committee members can provide any necessary updates.    
The group reviewed the Committee’s progress over the past year—we’ve initiated the classroom technology inventory and it is now available online. The surveys are in the process of being released. We have completed the “as-is” and now need to use this data and other resources to move forward to what could be our classroom technology environment in the future.   

Tom Connolly and James Craig gave a real-time walk-through of the TCC website and the Classroom Database. All agreed that Tom Connolly had done an excellent job of putting up the database and making it interactive and user friendly. It was noted that almost all of the schools are well-represented in the database and that it has great potential as a tool for leadership, faculty, and staff. However, the status of some classrooms has already changed in the last few months with the creation of a new School of Public Health, demolition of the Lombard block for Ambulatory Care, and relocation of some of the School of Pharmacy departments to Saratoga Offices.  
Objective: It was noted that in order to keep the tool accurate and dynamic, review and revision of data is necessary on the part of each school. The beginning of each new year is a good time for the schools to take stock of their inventory and update their data.

Objective: Promote the Classroom Database as a tool for planning and use at multiple levels.

Action: Each TCC school rep should re-release the announcement developed by the committee to ensure that folks within the schools know of the existence of the database.  Additionally we will suggest to Dr. Peter Murray that he reinforce the existence of the database with the Deans and President through a demonstration of the database.
It was noted that although accessing the Classroom Database through the UMB Portal fulfills the necessary security requirements, the instructions and many steps needed to do so may prove a disincentive to use of the Database.

Action: Teresa Pucciarella, Law School, volunteered to make a how-to access demo in Captivate that we can post at the TCC website.

Tom Connolly gave an update on the surveys. The Dental School made an announcement within their school about the availability of the survey.  So far only about 13 faculty and 20 students have responded.  The School of Social Work and School of Nursing have waited to release the survey until the return from winter break. Representatives from the HSL, School of Pharmacy, and School of Medicine have not been present to report on the survey progress. The School of Public Health as of yet does not have representation on the Committee, nor does the Graduate School.

Objective: By the end of January, all schools should have released the surveys and the surveys should remain open until the end of March.

Action: All Committee members are urged to build awareness of the TCC activities in their schools. This includes speaking with leadership, faculty, and staff about the goals and accomplishments of the TCC and interacting with appropriate individuals to release the surveys and encourage faculty and students responses.

A sample message from the Dental School was provided to the members that they can adapt for their use in releasing the surveys. The message about the release of the Classroom Database was also provided.
Action: Sharon Gordon will contact Jim Reynolds at the School of Public Health about a representative for their new school, who can benefit greatly from the TCC activities as they move forward with their educational infrastructure. She will also follow up with the previous meeting with Dr. Orlin to obtain a representative from the Graduate School. 

Action: Maggie Kinnaman will contact the new Dean at the School of Medicine. The Committee will invite the new School of Medicine Dean to speak to the group about his vision for his school and seek new representation on the Committee. Maggie and Sharon will meet with him prior to his speaking to the group to acquaint him with the Committee and its goals and activities.

Action: Tom Connolly will create queries for survey analysis; the Committee will be asked to review and refine queries to help with analyzing the survey and planning future changes in classroom technologies.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m. and interested members stayed to view Dental School classrooms and the various technologies therein.
