Minutes

The minutes of the June meeting were reviewed and accepted.     
Old Business

Management of the TCC Inventory – Data has been input for School of Pharmacy, School of Social Work, Health Sciences Human Services Library and Administration and Finance.  We currently have about 50 classrooms in the database.    
Action and follow-up—The rest of Schools/Units will populate the database with the intention of having data input completed by mid-August.  We will open up the database to the campus by Labor Day.  Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  Tom will also address the feasibility of adding a classroom user feedback component to the database.  End users would deal with the classroom contact to arrange for use of portable equipment.  Reports will be defined at a later date and in collaboration with Peter Murray.  

The Committee also needs to draft a brief introduction paragraph for the standard user front page.
Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– Larry Gonzales presented a copy of a campus technology questionnaire utilized by Goucher College.  Larry will forward to the Committee an electronic copy.  The Committee should review our survey in light of this new sample to ensure we have the right questions worded the correct way.  Larry also pointed out that when we move forward with the survey we need to ensure to add verbiage that let’s people know to complete one survey noting the room that they use most frequently for teaching.  The intent was never to have folks complete a survey for each room they might use for teaching.  We also should take out the time to complete as 10 to 15 minutes.  It was felt that that investment of time will scare folks away.  We should move to something like This survey will take only a few minutes to complete and your responses will xxxxxxxxxxx.    
Action and follow-up—Committee members will start to share the faculty/student surveys within their respective schools in order to gain feedback and support.  We want to link the survey results to the school/unit classroom technology database. Survey probably will be best administered in early November 2006 timed to allow newly matriculated students to become familiar with their classrooms and instructors, faculty to incorporate Questionmark as an assessment tool, and prior to mid-terms in the fall semester.
Committee members engaging academic and IT folks within their School – Both School of Pharmacy and School of Social Work are starting to talk to faculty and IT folks about the committee and what they hope to accomplish.  In fact, SOP has a quarterly meeting with faculty and they will be able to put ITCC Committee initiatives on the table.
