Minutes

The minutes of the April meeting were reviewed and accepted.     
Old Business

TCC Website—The Committee reviewed the current website and all indicated that it was up-to-date and comprehensive.    

Management of the TCC Inventory – Committee reviewed the production website for classroom inventory and felt it looked very thorough.  The Committee also identified the need for feedback from folks who use a particular classroom.  This could be added to the website in the form of a brief users’ questionnaire.  We will notify Tom of this added requirement.

Action and follow-up—Schools/Units will populate the database with the intention of having data input completed by mid-August.  We will open up the database to the campus by Labor Day.  Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  Tom will also address the feasibility of adding a classroom user feedback component to the database.  End users would deal with the classroom contact to arrange for use of portable equipment.  Reports will be defined at a later date and in collaboration with Peter Murray.  

The Committee also needs to draft a brief introduction paragraph for the standard user front page.
Meeting with Dr. Peter Murray and Dr. Malinda Orlin – The meeting with Dr. Murray was held on April 21, 2006.  Dr. Murray was supportive of all the accomplishments and future initiatives of the committee.  He also suggested that the committee start to engage the academic and IT community to help ensure that the campus knows and supports the future directions of the committee.  He feels that it is not necessary to engage the Deans and Presidents support if the rest of the campus supports our direction.  Suggestion was that Sharon and Maggie approach Dr. Malinda Orlin to ask how to access the academic community.  

Sharon met with Dr. Orlin on Friday, May 12, 2006.  Dr. Orlin was supportive of the committee’s direction and suggested a strategy to engage the Schools.  She felt that it was the role of Committee members to engage the academic (particularly the Deans) and IT arms of the Schools/Units which they represent.  This information and strategy change was shared with Dr. Murray.              
Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– The Committee gave a final review and approval of the faculty and student survey document dated March 28, 2006.  Dr. Orlin has asked that a question be added to the student survey related to student preferences in study space.  Additionally Dr. Pat Langenberg noted some changes.  All are noted on the  attached survey marked in red.  

Action and follow-up—Committee members will start to share the faculty/student surveys within their respective schools in order to gain feedback and support.  We want to link the survey results to the school/unit classroom technology database. Survey probably will be best administered in early November 2006 timed to allow newly matriculated students to become familiar with their classrooms and instructors, faculty to incorporate Questionmark as an assessment tool, and prior to mid-terms in the fall semester.
New Business 

The Committee agreed that it was very appropriate for them to engage their school support in the future direction of the committee.  Prior to our June meeting, members will meet with their school’s academic and IT community and share the direction of our committee, the various initiatives, get feedback on the faculty/student survey and have a discussion about  key elements that would be essential to future learning environments at UMB.  What are those environments, how are they configured, what AV supports the environment.  Additionally it would be very helpful to have teams from each School share their future vision at subsequent committee meetings.  We would also be interested in knowing where such environments currently exist.   

Additionally, prior to the June meeting, each committee member will identify a local learning environment best practice, what makes it a best practice, where it exists and who to contact to arrange a site visit.  At our June meeting we will review the list of best practices and identify site visits for the coming months.   
Lila Faulkner indicated that Temple University has just opened up a state-of-the-art Technology Center that might be worthwhile visiting.
