Minutes

The minutes of the October meeting were reviewed and approved. 
Old Business

Mission, Goals, and Objectives—Sharon and Maggie met with Dr. Peter Murray to review the status of the Committee’s work. Dr. Murray was pleased with the MGO and work to date and agreed to support through creation of a shared drive to facilitate storage and sharing of documents. He dedicated a staff member, Tom Connolly, to move the classroom equipment inventory to the web as a searchable resource (see TCC Inventory below). He will also facilitate a campus-wide Faculty and Student Survey by seeking campus-level approval and making the survey online (see item under New Business below). Dr. Murray also liked our idea of bringing in speakers to fulfill the mission of identifying trends in learning technologies, and volunteered to be the first virtual speaker by sharing a DVD that the UMB campus made for the EduCause meeting. 

TCC Website—Sarita and Jeff Hawk guided the group in an online tour of the TCC website. The group agreed that the website looks great!

Management of the TCC Inventory – Maggie Kinnaman and Jeff Hawk met with Tom Connolly of CITS, designated by Dr. Murray to bring the inventory online as a searchable resource. It is predicted that the site will be available within the next two weeks. Maggie  updated the Committee on the status of the inventory of existing classroom technologies. All participants have submitted their inventories, but it is unclear at this point whether the information can be uploaded to the web, or will need to be re-entered.  To make this information available while observing security measures, we will most likely place the website inside the UMB portal, but have further permissions by school, depending on what information each school wants to have available outside of their school. 

New Business 

Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– The group submitted potential questions in advance of the meeting and refined these as a first step in developing a campus Faculty and Student Survey on use of learning technologies. We will want to link the survey results to the TCC campus-wide inventory. We examined submissions for the faculty survey and agreed that we should have the respondents answer for the classroom that they use most frequently. We also agreed that the student and faculty surveys are different enough to be separate. We also said that we should have button choices, but at the end elicit some comments. Lila suggested we ask a question about their attitudes and skills and technology expertise up front. 

Action and follow-up— The group will continue to work on the survey independently and at the next meeting we will finalize the draft to forward to Dr. Murray.

Scope of TCC mission—Is the scope of the TCC to address ancillary learning factors, such as environmental factors (e.g, lighting, acoustics, seating, classroom design, and infrastructure). Should we limit ourselves to traditional classrooms or address all learning spaces? DID NOT GET TO THIS ITEM—DEFER TO NEXT AGENDA
