Minutes

The minutes of September 19th were approved.   
Old Business

Website-Jeff Hawk provided us with an update on the TCC Website (www.umaryland.edu/itcc) which is shaping up nicely.  

A question was raised about the appropriateness of posting our agendas and meeting minutes.  After some discussion it was decided to leave both documents as a record of our activities.  The WEB site is a great place to get copies and review committee progress. 

Another question was raised about the copy write implications of linking to Website articles such as those from EDUCAUSE.  After some discussion the group agreed that linking to articles available to the general public from another Website presented no problem.  The problem might arise if we posted such articles directly on our Website.  Everyone agreed that we should more clearly give credit to those articles to whom we are linking.    

The group also discussed the appropriateness of putting in place a process for screening articles prior to linking them to our Website.  After much discussion the group decided that at least for the short term, a screening process was probably not necessary as we don’t have an ongoing flow of new articles.              

Action and follow-up

Review update at the next meeting with further Committee input on structure and content of the website.

Maggie will send Jeff Hawk an electronic copy of the classroom technology survey form.  

Paula Raimondo will continue to conduct a literature search to assess what other campuses and schools are doing to address emerging educational technologies.

Current Inventory-Ron Compton gave us an update on the status of the current classroom technology inventory.  We’ve received inventories for all Schools with the exception of SSW, SOM and Academic Affairs (excluding HSHSL).  Sharon and Maggie will check on the status with the respective Schools/Units.  Creating a searchable database seems to be the best route to creating a resource for the campus, which can also act as a baseline for future evaluation. Sharon and Maggie will meet with Dr. Peter Murray to give him an update on the Committee’s progress and to discuss support for the database creation.   

Action and follow-up
Sharon and Maggie will follow up with SSW and SOM regarding their inventory submission.  

Sharon and Maggie will set up a meeting with Dr. Murray.     

New Business 

Development of a TCC One Year Plan  – The group decided that there was little value in taking the TCC Roadmap and ensuring that it fit within one of our goals and objectives.  Instead the group decided that the following activities are essential next steps in further understanding the current state of classroom technology usage at UMB:

Identify a person in each School/Unit who is responsible for Classroom Technology

   
Complete the classroom technology inventory 

Create a database that allows us to sort the information

Summarize the classroom technology inventory and put on our Website 

Create a WEB based survey for both Faculty and Students that asks them key questions related to knowledge and use of technology

Obtain Dr. Ramsay/Deans support in getting faculty/students to complete 

Collect the Faculty Student survey information and analyze it in light of the classroom technology inventory 

All of these activities clearly fit into goals 1 and 3.  

Action and follow-up

All committee members will come to our next meeting with drafts of both a Faculty and Student survey.  We need to keep it simple and ensure that folks are able to complete it in less than five minutes.  We need to understand if the faculty member/student knows what technology exists, do they use what exists, if not why, are they satisfied with what exists, if not what do they need.  All agreed that we want to go with a check off box versus a survey that results in a great deal of narrative responses.  These are difficult to analyze.    

Sharon and Maggie will share our WEB survey plans with Dr. Murray and again ask for his resource support.

News and Activities

eLearning and TCC – We have a number of members who also serve on the campus eLearning Committee.  It was noted that eLearning is focused on course management using products such as Blackboard and Medscope.  TCC focuses on the building, infrastructure, space, equipment optimal to the learning experience.  TCC members indicated that there is enough cross-over between the two committees to ensure that when opportunities for collaboration arise, we’re able to take advantage of them.   

Meeting Schedule – The Committee will meet next on Monday, November 21s , at 2 pm in the CITS ASTR-B classroom in the lower level LL165 of the Lombard Building, 515 West Lombard Street, across from Davidge Hall.  Upon entering the building, take the elevator on the right down to level LL.
