Minutes

The minutes of the September meeting were reviewed and accepted.     
Old Business

Management of the TCC Inventory – THE CAMPUS DATABASE IS AVAILABLE AS A PORTAL OPTION.  Now it is the responsibility of each Campus Technology Committee Member to make the announcement to their School.  We have been asked to add a field for each classroom related to ASF.  

Action and follow-up—Committee members need to distribute the document CAMPUS ANNOUNCEMENT OF CLASSROOM DATABASE to their School.  This document announces the existence of the database and gives instructions on how to access the database through the portal.

 Maggie has obtained that information and as soon as the field has been developed she will input this information into the database.  Tom will then add the field to the report options for campus end users.      

Tom will create a link to the campus map so that standard users can identify the location of various buildings on campus.  Tom will also address the feasibility of adding a classroom user feedback component to the database.  
It is important that each committee member start to talk up the new classroom database within each School/Unit.  Also folks should alert classroom contacts that the release of the database through the portal might result in additional inquiries regarding scheduling classrooms.  

Development of a Faculty and Student Survey– The programmer has completed the WEB forms for both the faculty and student surveys.  They will be forwarded to us for review and finalization.  We are on schedule to roll out the surveys to end users the end of October through mid-November.      
Action and follow-up—Committee members should ensure that faculty/students within their Schools/Units are aware of the upcoming survey and how important their feedback will be to the future direction of classrooms on campus.  In addition Schools/Units need to finalize their unique School/Unit introductory message.  In addition, if Schools/Units want to include the Department for their School on the Faculty survey they need to indicate such.  Both pieces of information need to be forwarded to Tom Connelly in CITS.      
Committee members engaging academic and IT folks within their School – Committee members should be actively engaging their respective Academic communities for the purpose of education about the committee and to receive feedback and comments.  Information that would be useful to our future initiatives include:

Schedule faculty to come to speak to the ITCC Committee
