NATIONAL IT INNOVATORS COMING TO UMB
The campus Information Technology Steering Committee is pleased to host two of the most distinguished, active pioneers in IT innovation for separate presentations to the campus community.

The first presentation, to be held June 6, 2007, will feature a man of “firsts” and one of the nation’s leading authorities on authentication, identity management, and security.  Steve Worona, Director of Policy and Networking Programs at Educause, created Cornell University’s first campus-wide information system and online counseling service.  He was the founder of the Cornell Computer Policy and Law Program and has been involved in virtually every aspect of technology for many years.  In his current role, he lectures on directory services, authentication systems, computer and network security, as well as being responsible for managing the .EDU top level Internet domain.  He will be speaking from 10:00 a.m. until noon on June 6, 2007.
An equally exciting presentation will take place on Monday, June 18th.  Dr. E. Michael Staman, one of the architects of Internet 2 and an acknowledged expert on advanced networking, has agreed to make a presentation at UMB.  Dr. Staman holds the Peyton Anderson Endowed Chair in Technology at Macon State College where he works with the public and private sectors to accelerate the growth of broadband communications across the region.  He was the architect who developed CICNet which was the first high-speed network for the Big-Ten Universities, and later in his career he was the Vice Chancellor for Information Technology at the University System of Georgia.  He recently published a feature article entitled, “Convergence is Real” in the March/April issue of the Educause Review, which has a circulation of more than 20,000.  He will be discussing this article and other issues of the day from 1:00 p.m. until 3:00 p.m. on June 18, 2007.
Each event will be held in the new Dental School building, room G310.  The room has enough capacity to enable members of the IT Steering Committee, as well as additional faculty and staff, to attend these events.  Please feel free to invite faculty and staff in your area to these presentations.
