Positions in Project Jump Start:

· Donation collection: Anyone interested in helping with donations can get a bin from us and place it at their school or place of work, along with the PJS flier (if you need it, let me know). You can also help with sending out donation letters to companies, such as Wal-Mart, Target, CVS, Rite-Aid, etc. Letters are already written, but they need to be modified to address the proper company. Placing donation fliers around the UMB campus is a big help as well. Oh! And we appreciate food from other organizations after an event. 

· Data Collection and Research Team: Many of the homeless people we see do not have access to the internet or other resources that could yield information about soup kitchens, homeless shelters, food banks, medical/dental facilities, social services (ID cards, birth certificate), etc. 2-3 volunteers would look up information on these and other topics periodically and report to the president/vice president. They would then relay the info to our clients. The topics to research will be driven by what the homeless state they need the most. 

· Food drive shopping: The shopping can be done every week or every 2 weeks. You will be given the list, the Sam’s card, and the debit card to complete the shopping. It doesn’t have to be one person at a time. A second or third person may be helpful to load/unload the food. You can complete the shopping during the week and obtain the key to room 001 in the student center. 

· Fundraising Committee: These volunteers help plan fundraising events, so that we can help our clients with more than food if necessary (i.e. sweat shirts in the winter, ID cards, etc.) Ideas for fundraisers will also be coming from the whole of PJS, but we do need a few people (~3) to manage the ideas and help with their execution. The chair is PJS co-founder Julie Della-Maria. 

· Hands In Partnership Representatives: These meetings occur every Monday from 1:30-3p at Our Daily Bread. Ideally, 2-3 people would be nice, so that the Monday meetings don’t become too much for one person. Our presence at these meetings gives us a chance to hear what the city is doing about homelessness. We can also obtain referrals to assist in getting people off the street and, most importantly, we can relay the concerns of the population to HIP. No matter what school you are in, this experience will prove to be valuable.

· Panera pick-ups: We pick up from the Panera at 600 E. Pratt Street, next to Best Buy and P.F. Chang’s in the inner harbor, on Monday nights after 9:15p or the following Tuesday mornings before 9a. The number is (410) 528-1427. We also pick up donations from Bon Appetite every Friday afternoon.

· President: Manage donations, volunteers, food drives, and other events. They may be involved in any of the above tasks. It is also a great idea to be present at the budget and funding hearings, so that questions from USGA can be answered and/or decisions can be made concerning whether or not to appeal their verdict. 

· Public Relations Committee: A representative from each school that e-mails the classes and places fliers around their school when we have an event. Fliers for our activities can be made by this committee or the secretary.

· Secretary: This member keeps the minutes of the meetings and sends them out to all the members. They also create fliers if needed for fundraisers, donation bins, etc. Occasionally, announcements about upcoming events will be submitted to the USGA News by the secretary.

· Senator and alternate senator: Appear at USGA meetings to represent us. They generally begin at 5:30p and last 2 hours on average (funding meetings may be longer) and FREE FOOD is always provided. Also, there is a retreat at the beginning of the year to get everyone acquainted with USGA and other fellow senators.
· Treasurer: Collaborates with the president to create a budget for the upcoming semester, sends it to the USGA treasurer and presents to USGA during the budget hearings. This person also turns in the end of the semester forms to USGA. The president takes part in the latter process as well.

· Vice President: Assists the president in making sure that PJS runs smoothly, which includes food drives, meetings, etc. They may also participate in any of the tasks listed above.
