Repeat Rules

In relation to the Course Catalog, Repeat Rules are set up to include or exclude previous instances of a course from the student's GPA based on the rules established for each course in the Catalog.  Most courses are set up so that it only counts once towards the GPA.  Meaning, if a course is taken and graded a second time the “latest” grade will force the earliest instance of the course to be excluded from the student’s GPA.

For example, a student takes course X and gets a D. The following term they take course X again and get a B. The D grade will automatically be excluded from the GPA and the B will be included.       

The exception to the above occurs when it is permissible for a course to be taken and used in the GPA more than once. In this case the rule can be set for either the number of times or the number of hours the course can be used in the GPA.

For example, course Y can be used two times. The student takes the course twice and receives a C the first time and a B the second time. The third time the student takes the course they receive an F. In this case the F and the B are included in the GPA, the C (the first time they took the course) is excluded.

The rule works the same way if the number of credits is specified rather than the number of times the course is taken.

These rules can be overridden manually when individual exceptions are necessary.
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
