Medical costs for smokers are $75 billion annually to treat, and an additional $82 billion in indirect costs from lost time at work and disability.

As the largest group of health care professionals, nurses have tremendous potential to effectively implement smoking cessation interventions and advance tobacco use reduction goals proposed by Healthy People 2010.
