University Fitness is a brand new facility located inside UMB’s BioPark Building # 2,  
located at 801 W. Baltimore Street, 1st floor.  (This is the building with 
the University of Maryland BioPark sign on top)  The hours of operation are: 
Mon-Fri (6AM - 10PM) and Sat. & Sun. (10AM-6PM).  

This facility is free for all "enrolled and fee paying" UMB Students. Membership 
packages are available for UMB staff, alumni, and affiliated communities.  Bring 
your University One Card for accessing the building as well as the fitness center.  
The BioPark has its own security protocols and is independent from the campus.  
Your id is required by the guard on duty for entrance into the building.  University 
Fitness staff does not have the authority or the ability to override or certify 
someone who does not have their id.  Please remember to bring your school ID! 

The new facility offers: Life Fitness and nautilus strength & conditioning circuits, 
free Weights, new Cardio equipment, Koko Trainer, larger and user-friendly Locker 
Rooms, Cardio Theater integrated audio/visual entertainment, Free daily lockers 
and workout towels, Group fitness and spin classes in the aerobic/fitness studio, 
Wii entertainment and Wii Fit, and Two Table Tennis Tables (in the studio) that can 
be used when fitness classes are not in session.  More programs are continuously 
being developed and added so please check us out on the web at http://www.umaryland.edu/rws 

Please keep in mind that parking is very limited at the Biopark.  The shuttles that 
transport students to and from the BioPark include the Caravan, RideUMB, and 
the Campus Police Van.  Information on stops and procedures can be found on our website. 

Also, if you are looking for a part time job on campus, University Fitness is still 
accepting applications for a variety of employment positions open to both work 
study and non-work study students.   




2)  Limited Parking Spaces Available:  On August 18th, 2008, there will be 
150 parking spaces available at the BioPark Garage (1N. Poppleton St., 
across MLK Blvd).  Permits will be available on a first come-first serve basis.  
Student currently parking at the BioPark Garage MUST return their access 
cards to be refunded and will not be automatically be eligible for a new permit.  

For your safety and convenience, the UMB BioPark shuttle is available to 
transport you from the BioPark garage to campus and back.  The shuttle runs 
from 6a-10p, Mon-Fri and makes five designated stops on campus (no special 
requests!).  Visit the parking website for more info and schedule: http://www.parking.umaryland.edu/biopark.cfm 
Prepayment of the entire amount is required at the time of registration.  
The $100 parking fee is payable by cash, check, or credit card.  
However, the $10.00 refundable access card fee must be paid IN CASH ONLY.  

To purchase, bring your student ID OneCard, vehicle registration card and 
payment to the Parking Office located at 622 W. Fayette St, on the 2nd floor 
between 8:30AM and 4:30PM,beginning August 18th.  Permits must be purchased 
by September 12, 2008 and will be valid for parking between 8/20 - 12/21/08.
