Advertising Penalty
Organizations will now be
docked 60% of the allo-
cated funding for the
event if they do not follow
the rules as followed:
1 USGA must be iden-
tified as a co-sponsor

on all advertising.

1 Organizations must
advertise at least two
weeks prior to the
event on campus.

1 Organizations must
place an advertise-
ment in the
USGANews going
out at least two
weeks prior to the
event (keep in mind
that USGANews
goes out every Sun-
day).

Adequate advertising is
essential to ensure that
all students are made
aware of UMB events
that are supported by
their student fees. This
enhances student partici-
pation and, conse-
quently, fair distribution
of student fees.

Penalty Appeals Proc-
ess

The appeals process for
penalties have also
changed, because the
prior process created an
unattainable situation for
the organizations. Or-
ganizations will now have
30 days upon notification
of a penalty to appeal the
penalty. The appeal will
be heard at the next sen-
ate meeting.

Meeting schedules and
order
The funding meetings are

scheduled for February
6" and 20", 2008. The
order of the presenta-
tions will be based on the
order in which the hard
copy of the funding re-
quests are received. The
order will be sent out by
the treasurer before the
first funding meeting and
will be the same for both
the presentation and vot-
ing meetings.
