At the request of Dr. Ramsay, the 
office of external affairs has 
worked very hard this year to form 
the UMB Outreach Council.  The 
Council is composed of about 35 
dedicated students, faculty, and 
staff and  representatives from 
three local community schools, 
and is coordinated by Barbara 
Klein and Brian Sturdivant.  The 
three initial schools to participate 
in this partnership are: Vivien T. 
Thomas High School, Diggs-
Johnson Middle School, and 
George Washington Elementary 
School (located west to east on 
the map to the right).   
 
The vision of the council is to pro-
vide enriched educational, health, 
and career experiences and op-
portunities for community children 
through a coordinated partnership 
of UMB with local community 
schools.  This interdisciplinary 
collaboration is expected to syner-
gize our current outreach efforts, 
strengthen the social impact of 
UMB in the local community, cre-
ate many enduring positive rela-
tionships, and foster the growth of 
future Maryland leaders. 
 
This initiative provides UMB stu-
dents with numerous and varied 
outreach opportunities.  The com-
mitments vary from a few hours on 
just one day to tutoring or mentor-
ship relationships that can last for 
a lifetime.  There are opportunities 
to fit all time schedules and inter-
ests.

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UMB Goes for the Green

The 2007- 2008 school year 
has seen important strides 
by University of Maryland 
Baltimore in the effort to 
become more environmen-
tally friendly.  The continued 
hard work of independent 
environmental student or-
ganizations was finally 
given support with the de-
velopment of the Green 
Committee in the University 
Student Government Asso-
ciation.  The following is a 
quick recap of the exciting 
environmental events that 
took place at UMB this year 
and a look at what is yet to 
come. 
 
What Happened This Se-
mester:  
1.  UMB helped found the 
Maryland Student Climate 
Coalition, a coalition of stu-
dent climate activists within 
the University of Maryland 
System schools.  The 
MSCC began a campaign 
that is pushing for legisla-
tion to mandate environ-
mental sustainability for the 
university system. 
Updates: The MSCC pre-
sented their proposal to the 
Maryland Board of Regents 
on February 15

th
.  Soon 

after, the Chancellor offi-
cially announced the imple-
mentation of his long 
awaited USM Environ-
mental Sustainability and 
Climate Change Initiative, 
which was the culmination 

of work done prior to the 
creation of the MSCC.

Maryland students went to 
Annapolis to lobby for the 
passage of the Global 
Warming Solutions Act.

Last fall ,ABAE continued its 
mission to provide tutoring 
and mentoring services to 
local middle and high school 
students.

ORF (Organizations Re-
questing Funds)  
This semester we had 18 
groups request funding 
from the USGA. All told, 
the Senate approved al-
most $28,000 for various 
organizations to hold their  
events.  Be sure to watch 
the USGA News for 
events to attend!  
 
This semester two infor-
mational meetings were 
held for representatives 
for ORFs to come learn 
about the process and get 
their questions answered 
before funding requests 
were due. The two events 
had about 15 people in 
attendance, an excellent 
turnout for meetings tak-
ing place during the se-
mester.
