This past academic year has 
been an exciting one at 
UMBôs Baltimore College of 
Dental Surgery (BCDS) with 
its volunteer programs, out-
reach opportunities and its 
new satellite facility in Cecil 
County, MD. 
The Dental school has long 
been serving Baltimoreôs un-
derserved population through 
onsite student volunteering 
activities in addition to the 
dental care provided at the 
school. Now, we are expand-
ing our horizons and opening 
a new dental clinic, currently 
under construction, at the 
Principio Health Center in 

Perryville, MD. Not only will 
this new clinic meet the un-
satisfied oral health needs of 
the area, but it will also pro-
vide students with learning 
opportunities new and differ-
ent from those available at 
BCDS. 
Though it is an extension of 
BCDS, the Cecil County 
clinic will in fact be quite dif-
ferent in its structure and 
setup; as opposed to being a 
school clinic setting, the new 
clinic will mirror the organiza-
tion of a private dental prac-
tice. Dental assistants trained 
at community colleges in the 
area will be working along-
side dental students to pro-
vide quality care at this tech-

nologically advanced oral 
healthcare clinic. This new 
facility operated by rotating 
staff, faculty, students, resi-
dents, assistants and hygien-
ists will provide the residents 
of Cecil County with quality 
oral healthcare which has 
been a limited resource in 
the area. The pediatric and 
geriatric populations will es-
pecially benefit from the 
opening of this new facility. 
With this new satellite clinic, 
we hope to broaden the hori-
zons of both students and 
faculty alike, while having a 
lasting impact on the commu-
nity we serve.
