New Associate VP for Student Affairs

Higher One Loan Refund
Starting December 08, all students will receive in the mail documentation to sign up for Higher One. Higher One is the University’s new program to help expedite your loan refund. At the beginning of each semester, students go to the Cashier’s Office to pick up their refunds after their loans have been disbursed or they wait months for the State of Maryland to mail them a check. Picking up your check will no longer be an option starting January 09. When you receive the information about Higher One, you must select from 3 ways in which to receive your refund: 

1. direct deposit into your bank account 
2. get it in the mail, but still wait for it
3. put the money directly into a debit card (we HIGHLY do NOT recommend this)

Keep in mind, this information from Higher One will be mailed to your “billing address.” If you do not receive it, Higher One will send you another one. But if you lose the included debit card, you will be charged $20 to replace it. More details will come shortly.

Transportation
