Our mission
University Student Government Association exists to establish and maintain a representative campus-wide student government; provide an effective means of addressing student concerns; improve the quality of life and general welfare of all campus students, promote the free exchange of ideas between all students and foster a sense of community across the campus; provide funds for the support of campus student groups; and advocate student rights and concerns to the campus, system, city, and state administration and governments.  

What you can expect to get out of it:  
The USGA is a professional organization that establishes an environment that encourages the sharing of ideas from all UMB students.  You will meet students from all schools on campus and from various different academic, social, and cultural backgrounds.  You will receive up to date campus wide news regarding topics such as safety, building development, transportation, etc.  You will be able to participate in the planning, advertising and execution of campus wide social and outreach events.  Finally, you will have a vote in the allocation >$50,000 in student fees per year ($20/student per academic year).  You will build character, gain leadership experience, and make life long friends.  
What you can expect to put into it: 
USGA senators are expected to behave with integrity to be demonstrated through respectful discourse with other senators and guests, active participation in activities that achieve our mission (meetings, events, etc) and professional behavior in all aspects related to USGA.  

Attendance:  expected at all meetings and all meetings of your assigned committee 

Senate meeting schedule:  

1. Senate meetings are held the 2nd Wednesday of every month.  Consequently, students should not plan on taking a Wednesday night class during the year that they are on the senate.
2. There is an additional meeting for funding allocations every semester (Oct. and Feb.).  

3. A mandatory team building/leadership outing is planned for late September/early October.  

4. One professionalism seminar will be held each semester

Committee:  

1. You will have the opportunity to rank committees based on your interest

2. You will be assigned a committee based on you interest

3. You must attend committee meetings and participate in committee events

Participation – time, energy, and ideas

1. While you are obligated to attend meetings, simply attending meetings is not enough to be a fully participatory senator  

2. You should be actively engaged in discussion

3. You must serve as a liaison to your school to disseminate the information that you learn from USGA
