What’s New with Quantum Analytics? 

Quantum Analytics is our 
reporting system designed to 
replace RAVEN.  Additional 
functionality and enhance-
ments continue to be rolled 
out to address your reporting 
needs.  As of November 22nd 
users now have access to the 
Transaction Detail download 
page with a selection of 15 
different transaction types to 

choose from with results 
returning in separate reports, 
drill down capabilities to the 
lowest level detail for those 
transactions, and the ability 
to export in various formats 
and to print.  Coming on De-
cember 6th, users will also be 
able to drill through from the 
already available Budget to 
Actuals Detail (for non-

projects) and Award Detail 
(for projects) pages to the 
detail level transactions that 
make up the period or life-to
-date actuals - similar to 
what you were able to get 
from RAVEN.

# of debit memos processed 1290 

# of customer billings processed (non-project) 820

HOW TO REGISTER:   

 Login to the training registration database to review dates, times and locations. 

 Choose Add Course

1.  Add 99 or fewer expense items to any Expense 

report.  Currently expense reports can handle no more 

than 99 expense items per report.  Add up to 99 expense 

items to a report and then complete and submit the re-

port.  Add remaining items to another report(s) until all 

expense items are reallocated. A second option is to sub-

mit smaller reports more frequently, such as weekly.  This 

option has the added benefit of keeping your Project fi-

nancials more current by including your posted, reallocat-

ed PCard expenses. 

Quantum Financials Training Continues 

Working with Lengthy Expense Reports – These two tips will help all PCard Reallocators and 

Approvers, but particularly those who are creating or approving lengthy PCard Expense reports.  

PCard Reallocation  

Multi-Line Reallocations – There may be times 
when you need to reallocate to more than one 
SOAPF or Project (or both).  An enhancement to 
accommodate such situations has been added to 
the PCard reallocation pages in the Expense mod-
ule.  You are now able to reallocation to multiple 
SOAPFs, multiple Projects or a combination of the 
two.  Step-by-step instructions are included in the 
UPK topic titled, “Creating a Multi-Line Realloca-
tion.” Please follow directions carefully. 
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Tips to help you 

complete 

reallocation of 

your PCard 

transactions 

using the 

Quantum 

Expense 

functionality 
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Reallocating Trailing Expenses – While 
the vast majority of PCard charges to Pro-
jects occur between the Projects Start and 
End Dates, occasionally you may need to 
reallocate an expense which was ordered 
during the active period, but was not billed 
to your card until after the Project End 
Date.  An enhancement to Quantum Finan-
cials now accommodates such situa-
tions.  Step-by-Step instructions are located 
on the Quantum Financials Training and 
Support page under Quick Reference Links 
- Supporting Documentation.   

2.  When approving, use the ‘Done’ button only 
to leave the page when you are done reviewing. 
Instead, use the left/right arrows or the dropdown list 
to “scroll” from one expense item to the next, letting 
you move more quickly through a long list of items as 
you review for approval.  This tip works for expense 
reports of any length, but is particularly useful for 
lengthy reports.  Should you need it, the training top-
ic, ‘Approving an Expense Report’ includes a view of 
the left/right arrows and dropdown.
