Scholars 
must demonstrate they meet one of the below criteria to be eligible for UMB’s J-1 
sponsorship.

STANDARDIZED ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEST SCORES 
 

Required Documentation: Score report from one of the following tests demonstrating 
achievement of the minimum score or above for that test AND demonstrates that test was 
taken within the past two years.  
 

• Duolingo English Test - minimum score of 115 [make scores available to University of 
Maryland, Baltimore – Graduate]  

• TOEFL iBT - minimum of 80 on internet-based test; minimum of 550 on paper-based 
test. 

• IELTS - minimum of 7.0 total bandwidth 
 
 

 
Scholars who do not currently have one of the above qualifications are 
encouraged to take the Duolingo English Test, which is low-cost and easily 
accessible online.
